Marriage Course

Marriage Preparation course begins on Monday 15" April at 7.30pm for those
couples who have registered. A reminder to couples intending to marry in the church
that they are required to give at least six months’ notice of an intention to marry and
they are required under Church law to attend a course of marriage preparation in the
parish or with the Diocese.

Some couples may be married in a civil ceremony or in another religious ceremony
which was not in a Catholic church. These marriages are not recognised by the
Catholic Church. However, There are ways of regularising this situation. Any couple
who wish to do this should make an appointment with either Fr Peter or Deacon
Michael to discuss what they need to do.

A reminder that a Catholic is obliged to be married according to the Catholic Form of
Marriage, that is in a Catholic Church, before a Priest or a Deacon and with two
witnesses. Marriages in exotic locations or in a marriage venue are not recognised
by the church.

Arranging a Funeral. We have had a few situations recently where long-standing parish-
ioners, who have moved away from the parish or have been in nursing homes have just
had a funeral service without the presence of a Catholic Priest or Deacon. Please
make sure that clear instructions are left to family members that as a Catholic, you
would want a Catholic Funeral. It is very sad, as has happened recently when a faithful
parishioner who was at Mass each week did not have a church funeral but instead the
family arranged a “Secular Funeral” with a Funeral celebrant without any reference to
the local Catholic church or parish. Please make sure instructions are left clearly as to
your wishes.
